        I was born in Texas, but the family moved here shortly thereafter; so I grew up here.  I love the 
mountains, four seasons, crooked roads and the people here are just nicer than other places I have been.  I 
spent a tour in Viet Nam in ’70-’71.  I’ve spent time in most states east of the Mississippi and, while in 
the military, Arizona, California and Washington state.  I had very brief stops in Alaska and Hawaii.   
        I have had a sports car in the garage almost continually since 1969.  I started out with a Triumph 
TR-4 and an MGA.  There was also Dad’s MGB and later three different Corvettes (two C3’s and a C4).  
I bought the GT-6 new in August 1973 as a birthday gift to myself; for a whopping $4,119.00.  At the 
time, that was a huge chunk of my yearly salary and I could have bought a full size Chevy (with money 
left over).  The GT was my sole autocross toy until 1986, when I bought an Oldsmobile Starfire GT.  I 
ran it for a couple of years, while re-doing the GT-6 engine and suspension.  I managed to win one F/
Stock championship with a V-6 running against V-8’s.  Then the GT-6 was pressed back into service.  In 
1996, I bought the Neon ACR – still the best $12,100 I ever invested in a car.  Prior to that; anyone using 
‘high performance’ and ‘front-wheel drive’ in the same sentence got laughed at.  After a number of years 
drooling, whining and raising/educating children; I was fortunate enough to acquire the Z-06 in 2005.  
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Member Spotlight, cont’d 
 

When did you become an SCCA member?  What region?  I have been a member of SWVR since Feb. 1977.  I haven’t 
given any other regions the benefit (??) of my continual presence.  We had a family membership for a while, when our 
daughters were learning to drive and I wanted them to learn something about car control.  My primary goal for this was to 
give them more options than stand on the brakes and pray.  Both have expressed gratitude for the learning experience. 
 

What years did you serve as RE, Secretary, etc.?  I’ve been on the Board multiple times; starting in 1979 as Secretary.  I 
have also served as Tech Chief, Activities Chairman for at least two full terms (‘90-’94?), Regional Executive once (‘95-
‘96?), Rich Mixture Editor (October ’98 till March, ’03), Autocross Committee Chairman and By-Laws Committee since. 
  

Awards?  I have been  fortunate enough to scarf up 21 Class Championships.  One in the Starfire (F/S ’78) , eight in the GT-
6 (D/S ’82 – G/S ’87-’88 – E/S ’89-’93), 8 with the Neon ( D/S ’97-’99 -  STR ’00 – D/SP ’01-’04) and four with the Z-06 
(SS ’06-’08 &’10).  Intermingled was the Clark Bowl in ’82, ’98, ’04, Best Event in ’94, ’04, ’08-’10.  The Elk Bowl lived 
here for a lot of years, I didn’t keep track of how many. 
  

Favorite autocross car?   That’s a tough choice.  The GT-6, Neon ACR and the Z-06 each have their own personalities and 
character.  Obviously, the Z-06 is faster, more powerful, with better grip, brakes and comfort.  The GT-6 is low horsepower, 
high gearing and exceedingly nimble – a true momentum car that demands maintenance of speed and smooth driving – with 
a little straight six torque.   The Neon - front-wheel drive and somewhere in the middle.  I also got to autocross  a C4 Cor-
vette a number of times; as well as a few other marques.  All were tons of fun.  I guess I would have to choose the Z-06; but 
the GT-6 will hopefully reappear on occasion. 
  

Most desired autocross car?  The most desired autocross car; now that is also a really tough one.  Actually, I think the late 
Henry Payne’s Porsche 904 would be the most interesting.  I was granted a very brief stint behind the wheel, but I would be 
too nervous to drive it with zeal – too irreplaceable.  To keep in the same lightweight, reasonably powered vein – I think a 
Lotus Exige would get the vote.  It is classed the same and equally fast as the Corvette, but shorter and more nimble.  I 
probably wouldn’t own one due to lack of practicality – that coming from the owner of a not-really-that-practical Corvette.  
I’m fortunate enough to own a Z-06, but I’ve always had a deep-seated affection for British cars. 
  

Track day experiences?  Which is your favorite track?  I’ve never done track days or Club Racing.  This stems not from 
fear of crashing the car, but from fear of liking it way too much and wanting to do it all the time.  It’s actually a case of pri-
orities.  If funding were less limited and responsibilities less intrusive, I would be all over track days.  I would really like to 
do at least one track day – just to exceed 150 mph – legally.  Not that I have ever done it illegally – I haven’t – honest.   I 
have spent a fair amount of spectating time at Mid-Ohio and I think it would be a real hoot (and I have done a couple of pa-
rade laps there) - but Sean, Dan and Bill keep edging me towards VIR, but I haven’t been there. 
  

Influential people you've met in this sport:  I met Will Cooksey, when he was the Corvette factory manager, once and we 
talked briefly.  We once had a benefit autocross for the Battered Women’s house – I forget the actual name – but Lynn St. 
James participated in the event as a PR function for Ford.  I beat her, but it was grossly unfair to her.  Very tight course and 
she was driving a T-Bird Super Coupe – I was in the GT-6.  I offered her a drive in the GT, but she was sponsored by Ford 
and deemed it in poor taste to drive something else.  Multiple time SCCA National Champion, E. Paul Dickenson attended a 
few of our events, usually in very interesting cars – but I did beat him once – again, not fair.  The GT-6 is a pretty potent 
weapon on tight courses – not so much on open ones. 
  

Thoughts on the sport today versus back in the day?  The following is merely my opinion and carries no more weight 
than anyone else’s opinion; and - I could be wrong.  The sport is equally challenging and the impact of driving ability still 
outweighs the carriage of choice.  As for our region in particular, we are a less cohesive group.  There are multiple ‘factions’ 
within the group and there is less identity as a single group.  We have been accused of this before.  Monthly meetings were 
an event, much like the actual events and were attended by a much greater percentage of the membership.  We met in quiet 
places, had guest speakers, shared driving experiences and enjoyed each other’s company. We scheduled more ‘FUN Stuff” 
during meetings (we used to have garage clean-out auctions with proceeds going to the club).  Today’s meetings are sparsely 
attended and are business oriented.  Formerly, the membership made the decisions as a group during the meetings and the 
Board executed them.  Now, the Board makes all the decisions and dictates to the membership.  Today’s structured competi-
tion is somewhat less fun, but I understand the logic behind it.  There is less opportunity to mingle with your friends and talk 
trash, bench race, gather information or tips on how to do it better.
