1956 - 1960

The latter part of 1956 I got a list of Sport Car Owners from John
Lucenti and mailed cards inviting them to a meeting in his showroom.

Bill Camp and T tock chairs from the Funeral Home for the first

three or four meetings. By the standards we have now, those meetings
were very crude. If we had refreshments at all, it was coffee, doughnuts
and cokes. The cokes didn't come until we were well along, because of
the money involved. At our first meeting we had seven dozen doughnuts,
so even then the club could eat.

I was the Chairman for the first meeting, at which we elected our
officers. President: Fielding Woods, lst Vice-President: Skip Wilson,
2nd Vice-President: Dr. Russell Hienlien, Secretary: Fred Witchey and
Treasurer: Roy Rollins, Jr. We incorporated the Club April 12, 1957,
The original incorporators being Harlan Wilson, Jr., Fielding Woods and
Roy Rollins, Jr.

By May of 1957, we were renting our meeting places, having gained enough
members to stand on our own then. Fielding Woods in his term as our
First President set the mood for the years following and our club has
moved steadily forward since 1957. Even then, we talked of joining

The Sports Car Club of America, and I wrote to Westport in early 1958
about establishing a region here.

In passing, some of our original members who are still with us should be
mentioned. Bob Arbogast, Bill Camp, Eugene Cooper, Bill Davis,

Anatol Franz, Frank Cross, Robert Harris, Bob Hunt, Kelly Means,
Fielding Woods and Skip Wilson. In these four years, our club roster
has made almost a complete change.

Our first rally started at Lucenti Parking Lot and went to Elkview then
over to Sissonville, back to Nitro then to the lot. We had thirty cars
for the first one. The winners names have been lost in the dusty past.
This rally was a far cry from the well organized ones the club has today.
During this time, the whole club was learning, so we were all even. They
were great fun, lots of laughs and no pressure.

In locking back, the club started as the result of my feeling we should
have a Sports Car Club with all the cars that were here but it would never
have been done without all the help from Fielding Woods and all his time
and effort.

Since that time it has been through the efforts of our Presidents, Frank
Cross, Gene Cooper and Earl Best and all the members that this Club has
grown to the Southern West Virginia Region of the Sports Car Club of
America.
